PROPERTY GENERAL DESCRIPTION:

The inspected property consisted of a two-level wood-framed four-plex
structure with T-111 siding that was vacant at the time of the inspection.
The recommendation page highlights the visual defects on the visual portions of
the exterior siding/trim.

The approximate temperature at the time of the inspection was 32 degrees
Fahrenheit, and the weather was cloudy. The utilities were on at the time of the
inspection.

The home was situated on a level/lightly sloped lot. The site was show
covered; the exterior features such as grounds, walkways, porches, decks, and
driveway were not inspected for major visual defects. The general grade around
the home appeared to be adequate to direct rainwater away from the foundation.
The exterior grading did not contact the siding of the home. Direct contact of the
soil to the wood siding can cause wood rot over long exposure periods.

The age of the home, as reported by the property discription, was said to be
approximately 27 years.

There was a snow covered driveway in the front and right side of the building,
which led to the parking area. The driveway surface was not inspected.

DECKS:

There were four wood decks located at the rear of the structure. There
did not appear to be significant deterioration of the wood. The support for the
deck/s was visible at the time of the inspection. A wood deck should be cleaned
and sealed regularly to prevent deterioration. There were no major visual defects
observed on the visible portions of the decks or support structures.

ROOF STRUCTURE:

The roof was a ventilated, gable design covered with composition shingles.
The roof was covered with snow and/or frost which did not allow complete
inspection. Observation of the visible roof surfaces and flashing was performed
from the ground level. The age of the roof covering was unknown.

This visual roof inspection is not intended as a warranty or an estimate on the
remaining life of the roof. Any roof metal, especially the flashing and valleys,
must be kept well painted with a paint specially formulated for that use.

There were no major visual defects detected on the exterior of the roof.

The roof drainage system consisted of metal gutters and downspouts which
appeared to be in serviceable condition at the time of the inspection. Gutters and
downspouts should receive routine maintenance to prevent premature failure.
The recommendation page highlights the visual defects observed on the visible
portions of the gutters or downspouts.

FOUNDATION:

The foundation was constructed of concrete block. There was no abnormal
cracking, movement, or settling of the foundation noted. A single inspection
cannot determine whether any movement in a foundation has ceased. Any
cracks in the foundation or footing, no matter how small, should be monitored
regularly. Soil conditions around and under the foundation are not within the
scope of a normal home inspection. There were no major visual defects
observed on the visible portions of the foundation.

CRAWL SPACE:

The crawl space was accessible at the time of the inspection, and had visible
moisture. The crawl space had a polyvinyl vapor barrier completely covering the
surface of the soils. The crawlspace did have adequate vents installed
to provide cross-ventilation. Proper use of crawlspace vents aids in controlling
the moisture levels within this area. There were no major visual defects
observed in the crawl space.

FLOOR STRUCTURE:

The visible floor structure consisted of plywood sub-floor, supported by two-
inch by ten-inch ply beams spaced 32-inches on center. There was a

pony wall and post and beam system for load bearing support. The rim joist and
sill plate was inspected in four representative locations. There were no major
visual defects observed in the visible portions of the floor structure.

PLUMBING:

The visible water supply lines throughout the home were copper pipe. The
water was supplied by a public source. The visible waste lines consisted of ABS
pipe. The home was connected to a public sewer system. All plumbing fixtures
not permanently attached to a household appliance were operated and inspected
for visible leaks. Water flow throughout the home was average.

A radio frequency moisture meter is used on all shower enclosures and the
floor areas around toilets. These meters may detect possible latent defects, due
to water intrusion, not visible during a normal inspection. Any moisture indication
noted in the recommendation page should be followed by further investigation
and repair of any moisture damaged material encountered.

Each unit had a 50-gallon capacity, natural gas water heater located in the
exterior utility room. The water heaters were manufactured by A.O. Smith,
Rheem and General Electric. The temperature and pressure (T&P) valves were
present and did have adequate drip legs installed. The water heaters did have
approved seismic straps installed. The water heaters were functional.

The recommendation page highlights the visual defects observed in the
visible portions of the plumbing system and/or fixtures/enclosures. We
recommend that homes with tiled shower enclosures have the grout cleaned and
sealed annually.

The gas meter was located on the exterior wall. Although no actual testing
was performed to detect the presence of gas fumes, there was no noticeable
odor of gas detected at the time of the inspection.

ELECTRIC SERVICE:

The underground electric service wire entered the home on the exterior wall.
The electric meter was located on the exterior wall. The service wire entered four
General Electric service panels, located on the interior walls with a 125 amp and
120/240 volt rated capacity. The branch circuits within the panels were copper.
The visible house wiring consisted primarily of the Romex type and appeared to
be in good condition.

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A representative number of installed lighting fixtures, switches, and
receptacles located throughout the home were inspected and were found to be
functioning. The grounding and polarity of a representative number of
receptacles, and those attached to ground fault circuit interrupters(GFCl), if
present, were also tested. This building has a grounded electrical system. Older
homes may be grounded to the water piping system and/or to an exterior
grounding rod. An exterior grounding rod was not visible. All GFCI receptacles
and GFCI circuit breakers should be tested monthly. There were some GFCI
protected circuits located in the building.

The recommendation page highlights the visual defects observed in the
electrical system. Alarms, electronic keypads, remote control devices, landscape
lighting, telephone and television, and all electric company equipment were
beyond the scope of this inspection.

SMOKE ALARMS:

There were smoke alarms found in the building. For safety reasons, the
smoke alarms should be tested upon occupancy. The batteries (if any) should
be replaced with new ones when you move into the house, and tested on a
monthly basis thereafter. The supplemental information section provides
additional smoke alarm information.

CARBON MONOXIDE DETECTOR:

There were adequate carbon monoxide detector/s observed within the living
space. Installation of this device is highly encouraged and monthly testing of the
unit using its built-in tester is recommended. Anchorage municipal ordinance AQ
2004-64 requires installation of a plug-in, with battery back-up, carbon monoxide
detector, and Alaska State Law requires installation of a plug-in or battery back-
up on each level of the home and outside any sleeping areas in residential
buildings. These may be combined with smoke alarms currently installed.

WINDOWS, DOORS, WALLS AND CEILINGS:
A representative number of accessible windows and doors were operated and

found to be functional. Possible problem areas may not be identified if the
windows or doors have been recently painted.

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The primary windows were constructed of wood, sliding style, with insulated
glass. Fogging and/or condensation between window panes has many causes
and can occur under changing climactic conditions. The loss of insulating value
of the window due to a thermal seal failure is minimal, and therefore considered a
cosmetic defect.

Some homes may produce condensation on the inside panes of the window
glass and cause deterioration of the finishes and wood framing. High humidity
levels within a home can accentuate this effect. Excessive condensation may
also run onto the wall structure below the windows causing paint to peel.
Periodic maintenance may be required to maintain these windows and frames.

All exterior doors were operated and found to be functional. The exterior door
locks should be changed or rekeyed upon occupancy. The recommendation
page highlights the defects observed in the windows or doors.

The interior wall and ceiling surfaces were finished with drywall. Possible
problem areas may not be identified if the interior wall and ceiling surfaces have
been recently painted. There were no major visual defects observed in the
interior walls or ceilings.

The interior and exterior handrail baluster separation in some homes may
exceed the current code standard of not more than four-inch separation, due to
having been acceptable at the time of the original construction. Handrail height,
construction and materials may also vary. This condition may be of concern to
families with small children and consideration should be given to repairing or
replacing handrails to the current code standard.

LAYOUT:

The layout of each unit consisted of a living room, dining area, kitchen, 1 full
bathroom and 2 bedrooms. The HomeTeam inspects for evidence of structural
failure and safety concerns only. The cosmetic condition of the paint, wall
covering, carpeting, window coverings, etc., are not addressed.

The visible portions of the cabinets and counter tops were in good condition.
The appliances were turned on to check operational function only. No warranty,
express or implied, is given for the continued operational integrity of the
appliances or their components. The kitchen contained the following appliances:

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The natural gas range in each unit was inspected and did appear to be
functional. The accuracy of the clock, timers and settings on ovens are not within
the scope of this inspection. Within the Municipality of Anchorage, gas ranges
installed after 1993 should be vented to the exterior of the building through an
approved vent system.

The range hood in each unit was inspected and did appear to be functional.
The range hoods did not appear to be vented to the exterior of the building. The
exhaust capacity is not within the scope of this inspection. Periodically cleaning
the fan and filter may increase the exhaust capability.

The refrigerator in each unit was inspected and did appear to be functional.
The temperature setting and ice maker, if present, are not within the scope of the
inspection.

The dishwasher in each unit was observed through a complete cycle and did
appear to be functional when set on the "wash" and "drain" cycle.

The disposal in each unit was inspected and did appear to be functional. The
efficiency rating is not within the scope of the inspection.

FIREPLACE:

There was one fireplace in each unit. The visual condition at the time of the
inspection is indicated as follows.

A wood burning fireplace was located in each unit. The dampers did appear
to be functional. There was no visual evidence of creosote buildup in the
fireboxes and/or chimneys. There were no cracks observed in the fireboxes or
visible portions of the chimneys.

ATTIC STRUCTURE:

The attic was accessed through a scuttle in the ceiling. The attic above the
living space was insulated with loose-fill insulation, approximately 6-inches in
depth. Ventilation throughout the attic was provided by gable and soffit vents.
The roof structure consisted of two-inch by six-inch wood trusses spaced 24-
inches on center and plywood sheathing.

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Because of the configuration of the framing, which limited access, it was not
possible to inspect all areas of the attic. There was no moisture visible in the
attic space. There were no major visual defects observed in the attic or roof
structure.

HVAC INSPECTION REPORT:

Annual maintenance of the heating equipment is essential for safe and
efficient performance, which will maximize the system's useful life.

The results of our visual and operational inspection of the heating systems are
described below. Periodic preventive maintenance is recommended to keep the
units in good working condition. Each unit was heated by a natural gas boiler
located in the exterior boiler rooms.

The heating systems were found to be functional.

Due to the serious nature of combustion air requirements and carbon
monoxide hazards associated with gas fired equipment, we recommend these
tests be performed by certified heating and ventilation specialists.

MOLD:

The possible health effects from exposure to elevated levels of mold within a
home has been a growing concern over the past few years. Health effects in
general are not well studied, and dosage, exposure, and sensitivity thresholds
are not well known and can potentially vary tremendously depending on various
conditions and on the particular individuals.

WITNESSETH:

Whereas, the developer is the owner of the real pmx{erly describod as:

Clairborne Subdivision, Block 1, Lots 1 through 7, and Block 2, Lots 1 through
19. (Plat No. 82348 ?Q -Q']é’ ’

Whereas, the Developer desires to provide a high quality multi-family conmunity
with varied building designs and attractive streetscapes, as well as to provide
for the maintenance of -sidewalks, landseaping, and fencing situnted in common
arcas. .

Wherens, the Declsrant wishes to subject all real property described above to
the covenants, restrictions, casements, charges and liens hercinafter set forth,
each and all of which is and arc for the beneflit of said property and each
owner thereof; and

Now thernfore. the Develnper declares that all the real property described
above. is and shall he held, transferred, sold, conveved, accupied and used
subject to the covenants, restrictions; casements, charges and liens (sonetimes
referred to as "covenants and restrictions™) hereinaflter set forth.

ARTICLE I - LAND USE

1. Land Use and Building Tvpe: Lots shall be used for residential purposes
only, except that professional or business uses may be conducted in 2 dwelling
provided that said uses must be incidertal to the use of the dwelling for resi-
dentinl purposes. Further, non-residential activities must comply with govern-
mental regulations nddressing Home Occupations, and no increase in street
traffic, substdntial or insubstantinl, is permissible. Each building rmust provide
for sufficieny parking for each and every unit within the building. Parking
arrangements must be approved by the Desigm Review Comrniittee.

No building, \accessory building, shed, fence, or other associated structure or
amenity mav be eonstructed, installed, placed or made without the express
writter cpproyal of the Design Review Committee.

. 2. Architecturnl Control and Penalty: No construrtion, clearing or site

' : grading shal! bepin until the Desipn Review Comrniittee has appmoved the
proposed constructi¢n. A penalty of $100.00 per day shall be assessed for
unapproved constructian.

3. Trees: A maximum of 19" may be clenred around building footprint. Lots
shall be cleared of trees of size and beauty only to the extent reasonahly
necessary for construction and residential purposes; trees nay be thinned or
pruned only for the purpose of improving the natural beauty of the lot. Six
live trees (mininum $' height) required in front yard (existing or

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transplanted). Trees may be planted to replace trees which are damaged or
destroyed by construction or otherwise. Waiver of these requirements may be
granted by the Design Review Committee on 2 ense-by-case basis if the owner
presents an acceptable alternative proposal. :

4. Landscaping: Al areas of each lot not devoted to buildings, structures,
drivewavs, walks, off-street parking areas or other pernitted site improvements
shall be lnndscaped or covered with lawns, shrubbery, trees, garden bark,
landscaping cobbles or other ground cover. The lot owner shall bear all costs
associated with maintenance of landscaped areas. All required landscaping work
shall be completed within one year following issuance of Certificate of Occupan-
cy for the residence.

5, Duwelling Sizes and Completion: Each building shall eontain at least the
following arcas, excluding porches, gnrages, covered patios, sundecks,
Carports or garages:

Four-Plexes - Minimum 2400 square feet (gross floor area); minimun of two
2-bedroon units.

Minimum Efficiency - 375 sq. ft.

Minirmun 2 Bedroonm - 600 sq. ft.
Minimum 3 Bedroom - 750 sq. ft.

The dihensions listed above are mirinun only; all dimensions must be approved
by the Design Review Conmittee,

Fach unit will provide for a mininun of 20 square feet of exterior/outside
stornge per dwelling unit. Equivalent additional storage within the building
may be substituted upon approval of the Design Review Comnittee.

All unfinished building areas shall be screened so as to make the unfinished
area invisible from the street or any adjoining lot or residence.

Every dwelling shall be entircly finished within one (1) vear of the date con-
struction begins. - All other inprovements shall be completed within ninety (90)
days following commiencemnnt of construction.

6. Placement of Structures, Setback, Siting, Building Envelope: The location
of any and all man-made structures is subject to the approval of the Design
Review Cammittee. At a minimum, Title 21 of the Municipality of Anchorage
Code provides for the following minimums: (setbacks in R-2 zone of Title 21):
Front Yard - 20 {ect, Side Yard - 5 feet, and Rear Yard - 10 feet.

7. Parking: All parking arrangenents and. layouts must be approved by the
Design Review Committee.  Fach unit must have, at a mininun, one of the
following:

A. A l-car gnrage for at least two cars (i.e., parking gnrage for at least two
enrs) .

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B. Shed parking for 4 cars - Mansard type roof or equivalent; if shed parking
is constructed, it must be separated from the main dwelling by at least 5'.

C. Parking in rear of building
D. Structured (under building) parking
E. Other parking arrangement approved by the Design Review Committee

Any uncovered paved parking atce at front vard nust provide for a landscaped
berm or other vertical separation of the parking arca from the front vard, or a
landscaped berm separating the parking area {rom the street.

Parking must be in conforrance with the Mupicipality of Anchorage's parking
requiirements.

8. Design and Finished Appearance of Buildings: The Developer of the
Clairborne Four-plex subdivision wishes to create a high quality nulti-fanily
neighborhond, THEREFORE:

Developrent of two adjacent lots as *companion buildings" will bhe encnuraged.
This will create sharcd drives, parking and centralized green areas.

Except in the case of "companion buildings”, "iirror Image” units will be
discouraged. Builders will be encouraged to providn exterior interest by
varving offsets, angles, trin accents. unit heights, roof lines, Builders arc
encournged to provide residents with additinnal privacy by staggering units.

No set of building plans may be replicated or repeated within the subdivision
unless the lots are separated by at least 200° along the street frontage. The
Design Review Committee may waive this requirement only if there are significant
changes in exterior, construction materials and textures which make the similar-
ity unnoticcuble to the untrained cye.

Color chnices for exterior finish and trin must be made from the approved
"palette nf colors”. In addition, the builder is encouraged to finish units with
uniform drapes or blinds.

All building ptans and details and exterior color selections are subject to the
approval of the Design Review Comnittee.

ARTICLE I - ARCHITECTURAL CONTROL

Architectural Control Procedures: No building, structure, fence or other
improvement (including re-grading of the site), shall he eonstructed, placed,
erected, altercd or made without the express approval of the Design Review
Committee. Failure to obtrin Design Review Comnittee approval prior to making
an improvenecnt to the lnnd <hall cause an Autoratic Punitive Assessrent to be
levied in the amount of One lundred Dollars (£100) per day for each day
following commencenent of construction until Design Review Committee Approval
is delivered. The Design Review Commnittec may, in its sole discretion, waive
all or part of tha Autonatic Punitive Assessment as it deeris appropriate.

The application shall include the name.. address snd telephone number of the
builder seeking approval and three (3) conplete s=ts of specific plans showing
the proposed construction. The mnterinals provided should include, at a mininum,
the following:

A. A site plan showing existing and proposed wpography, site inprovements,
and property lines:

B. Building or structure plans, including extedior elevations;

C. A schedule showing the type. color and tezzure of all naterinls visible
from the praperty line and adjoining residerens. Samples may be required
to demonstrate the appearance of the proposed improverents.

D. Method of refusc disposal, i.e., trash compactors, dumpster enclosures,
individual trash eans in enclosures, etc.

E. Parking fzcilities/arrangenents

within thirty (30) dnys of receipt, the Comnittee shall act tn approve or disap-
prove the proposal. In the event the Comnittee {=iis to notify the apnlicent
within seid 30 days, the proposal chall be deeme< approved. Notification may
be delivered orally, to be followed with written cenfirmation. ’

All applicants are hereby notificd that approval may be subject to conditions
requiring a change in the proposal (for instance. relncatinn of a structure,
change in site grading, etc.), therefore, nbsolutely MO construction is permis-

_sible without express approval of the Cornittee.

Upon enmpletion of construction, an As-Duilt Survey shall be provided to the
Design Review Comnittee for retention in its files.

ARTICLE [ll - GENERAL PROVISIONS

1. Duration: the Covennants and Restrictiors of this Declaration shail run with
and bind the land, shall inure to the berefit of and be enforceable by the
Owner(s) of an¥ land subject tn this Declaratinn. their respective legal repre=
sentatives, heirs; &ueceessors, and assigns, for a term of thirty (30) vears {rom
the date this Declaration is recorded, after which time sai¢ Covenants shall be
autonaticnlly extended for successive periods of ten (10) years unless an

-
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instrunent terminating these Covenants and Pestrictions signed by the then
Owners of sixty-six percent (66%) of the Lots has been recorded prior to the
commencement of any ten-year period.

2. Amendments: These Covenants and Restrictions nav be arended during the
first twenty (20) vears {rom the dnte of the Declaration, by an instrunent
signed by not less than sixty percent (60%) of the Lot Owners and thereafter
by an instrument signed by not less than fifty percent (50%) of the Lot Owners.
Any amendment nust he properly recarded.

3. Notices: Any notice required to be sent to any sMember or Owner under
the provision of this Declaration shall he dcemed to have been properly sent
when mailett, postpaid, to the lnst known acdress of the person who appears as
Member or Owner on the reeords of the Municipality at the time of such mailing.

4. FEnforcerent: Enforcement of these covenunts and restrictions shall be by
any proceeding at law or in equity agninst any person or persen violating or
atteripting to vinlate any covenant or restriction, either tc restrain vinlation or
to recover damages, and against the land to enforce any lien created by these
covenants; and failure by the Associntion or any Qwner to enforce any covenant
or restriction thercin contained shall in no event be deermed a waiver of the
right to do so thereafter.

5. Scverability: Invalidation of any one of these covenants or restrictions by
judgement or court order shell in no way affect any other provisions which
shail remain in full force and effect.

ARTICLE IV - MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS:

Fences: Al fonces are subject ta the approval of the Design Review Committee.
_All fences must be properly mnintained as an attractive addition to the lnt.

Screening: Al utility areas. trash containers. machinery, equipment, service
vards, wond piles, storage areas and other unsightly items shall be screered by
sight obscuring fences, enrthen berms or screens so as to conceal then from
the view of ndjacent streets and lots and neighbaring residences.

Termporary Structures: No temporary structure, boat, truck, trailer, camper
or recreational vehicle of any kind shall be used as a living arca while it is
located on the project; however, trailers or temporary structures for use inci-
dental to the initial construction of the improvenents on the property may be
maintained hereon; but shall be removed immedintely upon conpletion of the
residence.

Nuisances: No noxious or offensive activity shall be carried on or upon anvy

iot, nor shall anything be done thercon which may be, or nay become, a nuisance,
or cause unreasonable embarrassment, disturbance, or anroyvance to other
residents in the enjoyment of their units. Yo repair or restoration of any

motor vehicle. hoat, trailer, aircralt or other vehicle shall be permitted unless

the activity is conducted in a properly cnclased or screened area.

‘No vehicles or equipment shall be perked or pluced in a putlic right-of-way for
more than 24 hours. No vchicle owned by a resident or owner shail be placed
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P on a Public Street within the Subdivision for more than 48 cunulative hours in
any week.

Vehicles: Extra vehicles, inoperable or otherwise, including but not limited to
automobiles, or trucks not used at least twice weekly, campers, boats, recrea-
tional vehicles, snowmachines, or other nachinery shall be stored in such a

| manner as to kecp unsightly or unused equipment out of sight.

Pet Regulations: XNo animals, livestock, or poultry shall be kept on any lot
except that domestic dogs, cats, fish and birds inside bird cages may be kept
as houschold pets provided that they are not kept, bred, or raised therein for
commercial purposes or in unrcasanable quantities. No more than two dogs of a
sled-type breed may be maintained on the prenises (by one unit?).

Rubbish: Trash, garbage, or other waste shall be disposed of only by depos-
iting same into designated trash containers. All trash containers nust be
sereened. No lot shall be used or maintrined as a dumping ground for rubbish.
All equipment for the storage or disposal of such material shail be kept in a
clean and sanitary condition. There shall be no exterior fires whatsoever,
except barbecue fires contained within receptacles therefor.

Signs: Yo sign of any kind shall be displayed to the public view on any lot,
except one sign of not more than six squarc feet advertising the property for
: sale or rent. All signs shall also comply with the then current zoning ordin-
i - " ance regulations applicable to signs.

; Mzintenance and Instalintion: Every owner shall:

i o e. Maintain his dwelling, pntin, outbuildings. fences, and other site improve-
; nents in good condition and repair; and

b. Maintain in attractive and vinble condition landscaping and/or the natural
flora on the lot; and ’ ’

¢. Maintain the exterior surfares of all dwellings, accessor» structures and
other sitc iriproverients in a workman-like manner, using proper methods,
materials and standards.

d. Remove snow and ice from sidewalks where sidewalks are adjacert to the
lot.

(¢) "Owner" shall nean and refer to the record owner, whether one or more
persons or entities, of a fee simple title to an¥ lot which is a part of the
properties, ircluding contract sellers, but excluding those having such interest
merely as security for the performance of an ohligation.

(e) "Gross Floor Area®™ shal mean the total horizontal surface of all floors,
computed from the outside building dimensions of each n?or.
