Mr. Thomas, 

As you know from our previous conversation, I learned about some potential structure problems with the single family home at 
10325 Main Tree Dr.  

During an arson investigation (at an unrelated property) I interviewed Leo Hanna at the Anchorage Jail Complex. During this 
interview he revealed he lived at and assisted in the remodeling at 10325 Main Tree Dr. He said they concealed some serious 
structural problems during the remodeling so the property could be sold.  

He said some of the 2nd floor walls were bowed from the weight of the 3rd floor addition. He said they had to use 2x4’s as shims in 
these walls to make the wall look square once the plaster board was installed. He said the shims (2x4’s) were 3 inches wide in 
some places to make the wall look square. Another issue had to do with the foundation in one of the bottom floor rooms. He said 
at least 10 yards of cement had to be poured to conceal the problem.  

I did not get into specifics about the problems since I’m not a construction expert. I contacted the MOA building inspectors and I 
was told that the realtor/seller/buyer would be responsible for having a thorough inspection done on the property.  

Sorry for the delay in getting you this info since our last conversation, but I’ve been extremely busy with other fire investigations. 
Also, I never received an email from you to get your address.

Hello today, Kevin - 
As you may know, Reinwand authorized Cyndie Partch to share the report you did for her 
with me, as representative of seller US Bank National Assn. Their asset manager wants 
my recommendation for revising the price for an as-is sale. Their request is for 
me specifically to address your finding in the letter dated June 22 to Reinwand that states 
"the addition to the original home was constructed without ever being inspected by the 
local building authority".  
I don't find that statement repeated in the full report I received today. Is is there and I 
missed it, or was the report revised for reasons the seller should know about? 
I asked MOA Building Safety to research their records and they tell me they have no 
record of a building permit being issued for an addition, but they also show the home as 
being this big on the Property Appraisal rolls. Nobody seems to know when this addition 
was built, and nobody can confirm that there was no permit issued since their records only 
go back to 1985. 
It's hard to believe this much construction was done with no permit in Valli Vue, where 
there is an active HOA, and nobody reported it. 
Do you have a source to cite for your statement in the letter? Verifying this would be 
useful. 
As a further comment, I shared your finding about the deck being over the septic system 
with MOA On Site Services and they said removing the deck would not be required if 
access doors through the decking to the cleanouts were provided.
